Richmond, Virginia, is the third largest metropolitan city in the
Commonwealth, with a population of 1.3 million. Approximately
7,000 to 10,000 Muslims from diverse backgrounds have chosen
to settle in the Greater Richmond area.

Many families commute from surrounding counties and cities
such as Henrico, Chesterfield, and Chester to attend the Islamic
school.

Igra Academy serves 85 to 120 students per year from Pre -
Kindergarten through fifth grade.

Tawheed Prep serves 35 to 50 students per year from grade 6
through 12 ™ grade .

We find that new families are continually attracted to the community
each year. Some of our families have made employment and
relocation decisions based on the availability of a full -time Islamic
school here in the Greater Richmond area.

The growth in students has created the need to explore the new,
better and bigger building.

Appropriate education requires presence of arts, science, advanced
technology and physical education ability for students. The current
state does not provide for technology and cutting edge education
due to the lack of space in present building.

Given the complexity of the educational needs of the students a
multidisciplinary approach to research and education must be
supported for the school to continue to thrive.

Igra started with 22 students and 3 staff members. Now
Averaging 105 students a year and approximately 24 staff
members

Tawheed started with 18 Students and 6 Staff members. Now
Tawheed has 32 students and 18 Staff members

We have higher than median scores for National average in all
grades for Igra Academy and Tawheed Prep

We have added technology, bus, library, access to college
credit classes, even with the limited resources available to us
